Overhead power
lines and underground cables provide significant danger. We encourage everyone to look up and
look out before they move machinery and equipment. If you are digging post holes or trenches it
is important to phone MainPower first on 03 311 8300 to seek information on the location of
underground cables. Sometimes localised cabling has been laid which does not show on MainPower's
plans so it is always important to take care.

Trees near power lines are a potential hazard. MainPower’s staff monitor tree, shrub and vegetation

growth near power lines to prevent potential hazards and we ask you to check on the growth of

trees and vegetation around the service lines to your property. Wind and snow increase the risk

of hazard and loss of power as trees, bark and branches are pushed across wires. Tree trimming near power lines requires qualified contractors.

To ensure community safety and consistency of electricity supply government regulations define the safe distances trees and vegetation
should be kept from power lines. To learn more about the safe distances between trees, shrubs, vegetation and power lines visit
www.mainpower.co.nz/safety/trees&wires. Contact MainPower if you consider your trees are close to or in contact with overhead
power lines near you. MainPower has contractors who are able to trim the trees safely. Do not attempt to trim the trees yourself.
